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1 Overview  
Thank you for choosing the Wuchuan WFP520 Wi-Fi SIP IP phone!  
Using WFP520, you can make calls worldwide over the hotspot network without being tied to your computer. It can be 
used at the office, at home, airports, hotels etc. The WFP520 is a slim and smart design, wireless VoIP phone which 
supports IEEE802.11b/g, SIPv2.0, G.722, G.711a/u-law and more. 
 

2 User Interface 
The user interface consists of an 18 keys keypad, 5 way navigation key, microphone, speakers and a color LCD 
screen.

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To escape the graphical menu the LEFT key should be held for 2 seconds (or press Back key or press RED key). 
The RED key can be used in any menu to quit the menu and return to the idle screen.

In idle mode the above screen is displayed (depending on the status).  

2.3.1 Key lock 
By pressing the # key for 2 seconds the keyboard will be locked and a key icon will be visible in the screen. Pressing 
the # key again for 2 seconds will unlock the keyboard and the icon will disappear. 
 

2.3.2 Handset name 
If a text was entered in the handset menu (Phone Settings, Display Settings, Handset Name) then this name will be 
displayed in the idle screen. 
 

2.3.3 Silent mode 
If the ringer volume was set off (Phone settings, Ring Settings, Volume) the silent mode icon will be display on top of 
the screen. The silent mode can be toggled from the idle screen by pressing the * key for 2 seconds. 
 

2.3.4 Battery status 
The battery is constantly monitored and its status is displayed in the screen. If the battery is almost empty, the icon will 
change color to orange. 
 

2.3.5 Direct menu’s 
With the navigation key it is possible to enter some menus directly from the idle screen.  
RIGHT  enter the call log menu 
LEFT  enter the SIP profile menu 
UP   enter the dialed calls log menu 
DOWN  enter the phonebook menu directly

3.1 Installing the battery 
 
This provides instructions for first-time installation and use of the IP Phone.  
You will insert the battery into the WIFI IP Phone and then set it up for your wireless network and Internet phone service. Then you 
will be able to make and receive Internet phone calls. 
 
To insert the battery, follow these instructions: 
Press “Open” button at the phone back. Push the rear cover from top to bottom direction.  
l Remove the cover of the battery compartment. Push down on the button and slide the cover downward. 
l 2. Insert the battery. Make sure the metal contacts of the battery line up with the metal contacts of the battery compartment. 
l 3. Insert the door and slide it upward until it snaps into place. 

3.2 Charging the battery 
Charging the battery is done through the USB connector. A USB cable is delivered with the WFP520 to connect to the 
adapter or the PC’s USB bus. 
Charging time for the battery will depend on the status of the battery. For an empty battery it will take approx 4 hours to 
charge it to full.  
 
Note: we strongly suggest charging the new battery up to 10 hours for the first three times for battery long life using.  

4 Powering on/off 
In Off mode:  

Pressing the TALK OFF key for about 2 second will switch on your WFP520 IP phone. A welcome screen will appear 
with a progress bar to indicate that it is busy. After a short while it will come up with the idle screen (see 2.3). If a default 
AP was configured before then it will try to connect to it, the status of this process will be indicated in the screen. 
 

In On mode: 
Pressing the TALK OFF key for 2 seconds will switch off the phone. 

5 First time start-up 
The Phone requires a wireless connection to an access point to be able to make or answer calls.  
When powering on WFP520 for the first time there are no preferred networks in the phone memory.  
After having connected to a network, it is possible to make IP calls within the network (Peer to peer or P2P). However, 
for making calls over the internet you must have a SIP account from a SIP provider and the settings must be entered in 
the WFP520.  
Note: For some phone with the embedded SIP accounts at factory, users can use it at once when buy it.  

6 Connect to Network 
In the menu select the “Access Points” icon. A list is shown of the available stored networks or Access Points (max. 4 
can be stored). The bottom choice in the list is always the “Search for AP’s”. By selecting this one the WFP520 will 
search for AP’s and lists the results. By pressing Connect at a selected AP in the search result list the WFP520 tries to 
connect to the AP. If necessary a key should be entered by the user. After connection it will be saved as profile and the 
user is asked to set this as default connection. By confirming it will search and connect to this network automatically 
next time WFP520 is powered on. 
If already 4 AP profiles are stored in the WFP520 and another one is connected then it will ask the user which profile to 
be replaced. 
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7 Enter your SIP accounts 
7.1 P2P mode 
If no SIP profiles are saved in the WFP520 then automatically the SIP mode is P2P. In that case you can only make 
calls via an IP number.  

7.2 Embedded SIP profile 
As a default settings, WFP520 was embedded one SIP profile at factory, which have the IP phone work at once when 
there is wifi internet service found.  
 

7.3 Multi SIP profile input 
Except the one default SIP profile, there are at least 3 profiles be set at the same time. 
 
If there is one or more SIP profiles saved, then you have the choice which one to use. The P2P profile can also always 
selected, even if there are SIP profiles.  
 
Select the “SIP profiles” icon and a list is shown of available profiles. By pressing the Options key you can edit an 
existing profile, make a new one or activate a profile. 
 

7.3.1 SIP profile Items 
Set Active  : Activates this profile 
Edit SIP  : enter the SIP username 
Edit Domain : enter the SIP domain URL or IP 
Edit Out Proxy : enter the SIP proxy server URL or IP 
Edit Stun  : enter the SIP stun server URL or IP 
Save   : Save this existing profile 
Save As…  : Saves this profile with new name 
Delete  : Deletes this profile 

7.3.2 Key in New Profile 
Follow New Profiles, Press Options left soft key, edit SIP, next confirm. 
Then edit Domain information by keying in URL or IP. Convert the inputting letters by pressing # button. 
If the SIP service required, key in the Proxy and Stun server information.  
When all the necessary information is entered correctly, go to Save or Save as…to be a new SIP profile name. 
 

Note: Enter by keypad can be numeric, large letter, smaller letters. The button of # can convert between the input methods. 
The four options: “AB”, “1-9” and “ab”. 

7.3.3 Edit an existing profile 
If need edit the existing SIP profile, you just follow up the 7.3.2 steps of inputting a new SIP profile.  

7.3.4 Activate a SIP Profile 
Among the Five SIP Profiles, you can use the navigation buttons up and Down to active you preferred Profile.  

8 Conversation modes 
In the calling mode, by pressing the Left Soft key (Options), a menu (In Call Options) is opened. The choices are Mute 
and Hands free.  

8.1 Hands free 
In conversation it is possible to toggle between earphone and hands free. This can be done by pressing the Green 
button (Talk on key) or to select this from the call menu. 
A speaker icon will inform the user that Hands free mode is active. 
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8.2 Mute 
In the menu the microphone mute can be activated or deactivated. An icon will inform the user that mute is active. 
The Right soft key will open the phonebook. 
The volume keys or Navigation Button can be used to adjust volume through the speaker. 

8.3 Making a call 
Making a call can be done in several ways:  
A. entering the destination number first,  
B. by selecting someone in your phonebook,  
C. By selecting someone in your call log.  
For all these possibilities counts that if the name or number is in the display then by pressing 
the TALK ON button the number will be called. 
 

8.3.1 Direct dialing 
Direct calling can be done by entering a digit key in the idle screen. Then automatically a dialog is started to enter one 
of the following: 
§ Telephone number 

 
 
§ SIP account  
If one SIP profile is active, it will start entering a telephone number and SIP number. In this dialog the user can change 
his choice for the entered account Nr between the 2 types (Tel nr, SIP Nr.). By pressing the TALK ON key (green key) 
the number will be dialed. 
 

 
 

Note: Enter by keypad can be numeric, large letter, smaller letters. The button of # can convert between the input 
methods. The four options: “AB”, “1-9” and “ab”. 
 
§ IP address 
 
If P2P profile is active, then it will start entering an IP number.  
 

8.3.2 Dialing from phonebook 
Select an entry in your phonebook and press the TALK ON key (green key). Now the number will be dialed. 
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8.3.3 Dialing from call log 
When you are in one of the 3 call log list you can dial the number by pressing the TALK ON key (green key).  

 

8.4 Answering a call 
If an incoming call is available the WFP520 will indicate this by making a ring sound. If available the Caller ID is 
displayed on the screen. The user now can answer the phone by pressing the TALK ON key or the Accept key. 
Pressing the TALK OFF key (red key) will reject the call.

and execute the following installations. Below samples steps interface is by Windows XP.  

If it is the first time that your computer to upgrade the WFP520, you need follow below steps to install its driver first. If 

the driver had been installed previously, go ahead from Step B.

1. Plug the attached USB cable into computer available USB port. 

2. Power on WFP520 and go to Menu → Phone settings→ Firmware upgrade. 
3. Press the OK button (top left key) then plug the USB cable another side into WFP520 within TWO seconds. 

 

 

4. Now the phone will shut down and the computer will find the new hardware for USB device.

2. Power on WFP520 then choose Menu → Phone settings → Firmware upgrade. 
3. Press the OK button (top left key) then connect the USB cable another side into WFP520 within TWO seconds. 

 

 

4. Now the phone shut down. Go to computer uncompressed folder DFUutility and open DFUtool. 

 

 

 

5. Browse the WFP520 upgrade software folder and choose the desired phone firmware and download the new 

firmware to WFP520. 

6. When the download process is finished, there will be a prompts for detaching device from USB. 

Little Notice:  

l During the WFP520 upgrading, be sure NOT disconnect USB cable or power off computer until the process 

finished, or it will damage the phone and lose its warranty service from WUCHUAN. 

l After finishing the upgrade, the WFP520 will restart automatically. It can charge from PC USB port. 



 

 

l The timing of plugging into the USB cable is very important. If can not connect WFP520 with PC within 2 seconds, 

it will not upgrade firmware.

The required wireless router / Bridge should support IEEE 802.11b/g.

When you receive the WFP520, there will be one SIP number bundled in the phone. So it can make calls after WFP520 access the 

wireless internet network. The account has a little credit just for making SIP to SIP or SIP to land phones (about 10 minutes 

calling). When the hot point is useable, the phone will login the embed server automatically and the Phone bar on Right top 

screen will change from RED to GEEN color. It shows WFP520 has registered SIP server successfully.  

Use WFP520 call to 05-15569923 or 899100001 or 899099Wuchuaninc (should be in SIP mode) for test.   

9.5.4 Setup new SIP profile 

Follow the steps below to setup your WFP520 by using the local Wireless Network. The SIP account should contact 

with your SIP server provider to get it.  

l Press the Left soft key and select “SIP Profiles” menu screen, select New Profile.

This appendix provides solutions to problems that may occur during the installation and operation of the WIFI SIP IP Phone. Read

11.1 When I make a telephone call, the call doesn’t go through; instead, I hear a fast busy signal. 

Go through this checklist until your problem is solved:

a Follow these instructions to reboot your cable or DSL modem, IP Phone, and router: 

b. Power off your cable or DSL modem by unplugging its power adapter. 

c. Power off the wireless router by unplugging its power adapter. 

d. Power off the IP Phone by pressing and holding down the Power button for two seconds. 

e. Wait 30 seconds, and then power on your cable or DSL modem by plugging its power adapter into an electrical outlet. 

f. Wait 30 seconds. Power on the wireless router by plugging its power adapter into an electrical outlet 

g. Wait 10 seconds. Power on the WFP520 IP Phone by pressing and holding down the Power button (The RED right button) for two 

seconds. 

h. Reboot one of your networked computers, and check for an active Internet connection. 

i. Set up port forwarding on your router. You must specify that four port ranges be forwarded to the IP address of the IP Phone. 

These four port ranges are as follows: 5060-5061 (UDP), 53-53 (UDP), 69-69 (UDP), and 10000-20000 (UDP). 

 

11.2 When my WFP520 appear DNS failure, how to fix this problem? 

Solve ways can follow up below steps: 

a. to delete the current AP stored in WFP520. Search new AP from beginning. Restart your wireless router as well.  

b. If the above can not solve the problem, then can try to restore the WFP520 to factory default settings. 

c. Change to use SIP server IP address instead of using URL. Check your local internet provider as well. 

11.3 How should we use the embedded SIP accounts to call Skype etc.? 

(1). First check your account is in such format 899 as the first letters or not. if your phone is supplied with 899 SIP number, then 

you can use below service we provided. 

(2).  Use “099” the 3 digit network number for Skype. To make calls to Skype users, please dial 899099xxx where xxx is their 

Skype Names. For example: Skype name: Wuchuaninc. You can use WFP520 dial this in SIP mode to connect Skype users: 

899099Wuchuaninc 

(3). Call SIP IP address Network (098). IP address is a great way of dialling a SIP internet phone directly, by-passing any VoIP 

networks in the middle. The destination phone number is created by putting the IP address aaa.bbb.ccc.ddd behind 899098 to get 

899098aaabbbcccddd. Note the IP Addresses are specified WITH leading zeros but WITHOUT dots (.) For example to dial the IP
